· ¿Qué saberes usa? Fíjate en los verbos en negrita: hay regulares (visited, walked) e irregulares (went, saw, ate).
· ¿Cómo organiza la historia? Usa conectores temporales (First, Then, Finally) para que sepamos el orden de las actividades.
· ¿Transmite emociones? Sí, utiliza adjetivos como amazing, beautiful, relaxed, happy.
· ¿Cumple el objetivo? Sí, nos cuenta una experiencia real de forma clara y sencilla.

Análisis del Ejemplo para el Alumno
En el REA, añadiremos este cuadro para que el alumno entienda qué hemos evaluado:
· Credibilidad: El autor empieza explicando su experiencia propia (I went... I stayed).
· Claridad en el consejo: Usa "You should" para dar instrucciones directas y fáciles de entender.
· Estructuras variadas: No solo usa Should, también introduce "I recommend + -ing" (I recommend buying).
· Vocabulario específico: Incluye términos como neighborhood, tickets, online, traffic, rent.
Ejemplo inspirador: audios
